Citizen’s Comments – Tonya Bonin was present to discuss the option of having the Belmont School Fair Tractor Pull for 2023 on E. Liberty Street.  Belmont Fair Board wants the Board to consider closing E. Liberty Street for the pull as well as having the Antique Tractor Pull on the blacktop street.  Concerns were discussed regarding damage to the street.  The board is looking for verification on who will be responsible for any damage that may occur.  Tonya will be gathering information on whom will be responsible and reporting back to the Village Board.

A motion was made by Popp seconded by Austin to increase the new waste water operator’s wage to $20 per hour with another increase in compensation upon the completion of licensing.  Motion carried.
