REGULAR BOARD MEETING MINUTES

A regular meeting by the Board of Trustees for the Village of Belmont was held on Wednesday, June 7, 2023 and called to order by Village President Brad Bockhop at 7:00 PM in the Community Building.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Present were Trustees Kay Austin, Jason Brecker, Derek Riechers, Kathy Riechers, Mark Pinch and Dennis Popp.  Also present were the Clerk-Treasurer, Julie Abing, Police Chief, Colt Woods, Public Work Director, Tony Kunz and Dan Dreessens, Delta 3 Engineering.  
Verification was given by Abing that the meeting had been properly noticed.
A motion was made by Brecker seconded by Popp to approve the agenda, minutes from the last board meeting, Clerk-Treasurer’s financial report, and the lists of invoices for payment.  Motion carried.
Citizen’s Comments – Pat Shea - 10 Mile Campground Project. There was no one present.
President – Had nothing to report.

Dan Dreessens’ Delta 3 Engineering presented the following:

1. Payment Application #1 for Liberty Ridge, 1st Addition, Street & Utility Construction.

2. Payment Application #4 for Washington Street Water Main Replacement .
3. Review proposed Land Use Agreement with WDNR for working along Bonner Branch.
A motion by Pinch and seconded by Austin to move to agenda item 10 A #1, 2, 3.  Motion carried.
A motion by Popp and seconded by D. Riechers to approve the payment application #1 for Liberty Ridge, 1st Addition, Street & Utility Construction in the amount of $382,259.48.  Roll call: All “Aye.”  Motion carried.

A motion by Brecker and seconded by K. Riechers to approve the final payment application to Kueter Equipment Company in the amount of $6,055.95 (25% retainer).  Motion carried.
A motion by Austin and seconded by Popp to approve the Land Use Agreement with the Wisconsin DNR for working along Bonner Branch.  Motion carried.

A motion by K. Riechers and seconded by Austin to move back to agenda item 7 c.  Motion carried.

Public Works Director, Tony Kunz presented a quote from Water Tower Clean & Coat Inc. for a 2023 Water Tower Inspection.

The Clerk-Treasurer received & shared an email from Belmont Fair Board asking how the Village felt about having the 2023 Fair - Tractor Pull on Liberty Street.  The Village Board was not in favor of hosting the tractor pull on Liberty Street.  
The clerk asked Village Board members to dress nicely for the next meeting as we will be taking photos for the website.  

The clerk presented an Ordinance #2023-254 of the Municipal Code relating to Vending on Village Property.  Eileen has reviewed and approved this Ordinance.

Colt Woods presented the May Police Report.
Austin made the Village Board aware that in the past the Tourism Commission paid 100% for the Village’s website.  Due to the Village benefiting from the website and the increased cost Austin suggested that the Village should consider contributing to the cost.

Jason Brecker reported on the Law Enforcement Committee held on June 5, 2023.
A motion by Brecker seconded by Popp to approve the quote from Water Tower Clean & Coat Inc. for $3,200 a 2023 Water Tower Inspection.  Motion carried.
A motion by Popp seconded by K. Riechers to approve the adoption of the Ordinance #2023-254 – Vending on Village Property.  Roll call. All “Aye.” Motion carried.
A motion by Pinch seconded by Austin to hire Keylee Dreessens to fill the new Police Officer position at a pay rate of $22.00 per hour.  Roll call. All “Aye.” Motion carried.
A motion by K. Riechers seconded by Popp to approve payment from the Village of Belmont’s General Fund to share in the website implementation and yearly annual renewal cost at a rate of 50% Tourism and 50% General Fund going forward.  Motion carried.
Went into Closed Session at 7:43 PM.  A motion was made by Brecker seconded by Austin to convene into closed session pursuant to WI Stat § 19.85 (1)(c) for considering employment, promotion, compensation, and performance evaluation.  Roll call: All “Aye.”   Motion carried.  

A motion was made by Brecker seconded by Austin to reconvene into open session.  Roll call: All “Aye.”  Motion carried.

There was no action from Closed Session.

At 8:30 PM a motion was made by Bockhop and seconded by K. Riechers to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.
