REGULAR BOARD MEETING MINUTES

Verification was given by Ms. Abing that the meeting had been properly noticed.
Brad Bockhop added the Fire District Meeting – June 8th, 2022 to the agenda under Committee & Commission Meeting Reports.

A motion was made by Brecker and seconded by  Popp to approve the amended agenda, the minutes from the last board meeting, the Clerk-Treasurer’s financial report, and the lists of invoices for payment.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by K. Riechers and seconded by Popp to approve the annual Salvage Yard License for Fred Runde (dba First Capitol Salvage).  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Brecker and seconded by K. Riechers to approve the annual Cigarette licenses as presented by Clerk Abing.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Austin and seconded by Pinch to approve the annual liquor licenses as presented by Clerk Abing.  Roll call; all “aye”. Motion carried.

A motion was made by K. Riechers and seconded by Austin to approve 2-year operator’s licenses as presented by Clerk Abing.  Motion carried.
